 Reference Desk Help: Phone, email or in person. Check ñAsk a Librarian.ò Email me directly or 
make appointment using Research Assistance Program  

 Barcode registration (for off campus use) and UI email required. 

 Interlibrary Loan (ILL) for items we donôt own.  No charge.  Set up account.  Articles almost 
always come via an electronic link and you are notified when they are available (usually 2-3 
days). You can use the ILL links in the ArticleLinker screens for easy ordering. 

 WSU Libraries catalog: available through ñOther Librariesò link.  You can see what journals 
(and books) they own and go over there. You cannot use their electronic journals from here or 
remotely.

Books and U.S. Government Documents

documents will show up in the same lists, along with DVDs, and other types of information. 
Note that books in the UI library have the lƻŎŀǘƛƻƴ ά¦L [ƛōǊŀǊȅ aŀƛƴ {ǘŀŎƪǎέ (for books you can 
check out). NIC and LCSC books must be ordered.  Be sure to try different searches with 
different terms, broadening or narrowing as needed, to find books.  Books generally cover 
broad topics compared to articles and are generally less current that the newest articles.

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Many newer U.S. Government documents are now online and can be linked to through the catalog.  
Click on the document title to get to the screen with the link to the full document. Hearings and 
reports can contain a lot of expert information. If not available online, you can usually check out 
a copy from the 1st floor Government Documents office. 

 

Find Articles link : For finding articles on your research subject.  Use this when you donôt know all 

the articles available and want to find more or when you heard about an article and donôt know the 

whole citation.   Use ñArticleLinkerò (icon or text) to determine if we have access to the article you need.  

 Find Articles page breakdown:  For more scholarly and peer reviewed articles, you may choose 
one of the scholarly indexes by using the ñdatabases by subjectò pulldown and choosing an 
index.  Use ñInfoò icon for help.  If you know an exact database, you can use the ñdatabases by 
titleò section. 

 ArticleLinker: In a list of articles, you will generally see a link to ñArticleLinkerò (icon, text or 
alternate text such as ñLocate articleò). Clicking on this links you to the electronic article or helps 
you to find out whether we have online or print access to the full text of the article you need.   

 Print journals are on the 2nd floor of the library.  Bound issues have a call number and current 
issues are shelved alphabetically by the title. 

 Magazine and Journal Title list: Use when you have an exact journal article  (citation already 
known) you want to look for or you want to browse a journal you know about.  Find the journal 
name in the article citation and use that as your starting place.  Type in the journal name and 
view the links.

The journal databases are searchable alone, but you will also be linked to full text articles within them 

when you use ArticleLinker.  Recommendation: Donôt generally search these full text databases first 

(except for Environmental Health and Toxicology), but use the article indexes above.
