GenUemen: 

The year 1920 developed very little out of the ordi­
nary, our expense of about 9 cents an acre being about in 
line wfi.th other years, considering the advanced cost of 
supplies and labor. 

It is .a fact worthy of note, however, that over 50 per 
cent of the actual fire fighting was done on State land, 
and as the State has such a large holding in this imme­
diate vicinity, it ceritainly emphasizes the need of con­
tinued fire protection work. These fires were not far 
from a 10,000-acre tract recently sold for $750,000 by the 
State. 

We still maintain thait an ounce of prevention is 
worth a pound of cure and that efficient patrol and pre­
vention of fires is the greatest object of our Association 
work.

From .a report on an audit of the Pend d'Oreille 

'rimber Protective Association made by G. C. Vaughn, 
representing this department, dated December 13, 1920, I 
her·e:by certify that the receipts and disbursements of ,the 
Pend d 'Oreille Timber Protective Association were ex­
amined, covering a period from December l, 1919 to No­
vember 30, 1920, and it was found that all receipts and 
d\isbursements were proper in amount and character, and 
that the revenues and cash receipts have been properly 
-entered in the books and accounted for. 

That the bank balances ·were verified with the bank 
statements and found correct. 

That the assessments for 1920 were correctly com­
puted and allotted, according to the acreage and levies 
stated in the report, except as noted in the report. 

That accounts receivable ,are proper except $610.45 
·which will be written off and accounts receivable from 
the State does not agree wi,th the ledger account by the 
following items: Interest, $707.28; Revenue Stamps, 
$14.86, $.90 and $1.80. Total, $714.85. 

The amount due from ithe State of Idaho, N ovem.ber 
30, 1919, as shown in the ledger account, is $311.35 more 
than shown on the books of the State Land Depavtment. 

That the value of properties is accepted as stated, 
having be:en authoritively advised that it is based on 
physical inventory taken by the association.

SECRETARY-TREASURER'S REPORT 

DECEMBER 1, 1920 

'l,o THE HoNORABLE BoARD OF STATE LAND CoMMrssroNERs, 

AND THE- PEND D'OREILLE TIMBER PROTECTIVE Asso­

CIATION: 

At the request of Mr. Ben E. Bush, repres-enting the 
Land Board, and upon the solicitation of the U. S. Fiorest 
Srvice, approximately 200,910 acres of the State Forests 
,rnre .turned ov;er to the U. S. Forest Service for fire pro­
tction during the rn20 season. 

This arrangement was felt necessary on account of 
1-he topography of the area and because the Forest Serv­
jee. wlith its permanent organization and contiguous for­
ests could perhaps render better and more satisf.aotory 
service than our Association with its temporary organ­
ization_ and large area for our Chief Warden to closely 
supervise. 

Area "B" consisting of 188,571 acres State Forest 
and 27,112 acres private membership forest is the terri­
tory e.asit of Priest Lake and Priest River within the 
TCaniksu Forest Reserve. The. remotest portion of this 
territory is some 75 miles from the Association head­
quarters, and the difficulty of close supervision is evi­
dent. For thtis area we furnished tool,s and equipment, co­
operated whenever pos$ible. Two disastrous fires ocur­
red in this ,territory caused by lightning in the State tim­
ber. Some 2535 acres were burned, destroying 3340 
M. with total value of $17,595. The patrolling and fire­
fighting in Area '' B'' cost us $21,449.68. 

Sincere appreciation and the thanks of this Asso­
datiotn have been extended to Supervisors J. E. Ryan 
and H. R. Flint and their capable assistants, J. K. Ward 
and Frank Foltz. ,v e cannot speak too highly of the painstaking, in­
telligent labor of the F1orest Service in their cooperation 
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Pend d'O reille Tiniber Protective Associat·ion 

for the protection of our forests the past season. 
vVe had one other fire costing over $500, and that 

was in sections 3 and 10-55-5W, which cost us $1804.73. 
The state of Idaho owns some 221,485 acres of F:or­

ested land within our boundaries with an estimated four 
binion feet of timber thereon. At a conservative valua­
t ion this timber is worth today $12,000,000, and is grow­
ing in value every day. The best evidence. of the value of 
this vast heritage is in the sale by the srtate on June 5, 
1920, of 10,000 acres of this forest in this particular dis­
trict to the Diamond Match Co. for the sum of $750,000. 

The unpr-ecedentedly disatr_ous season of 1919 · 
exhausted the appropriation made by :the last Leg­
islature and the directors bonowed on their per­
sonal responsibility $23,680.75 to cover the State's share 
of fire protection costs. This season, upon the assurance 
of the Slate authoritlies rthat the n e.xt Legislature would 
be r ecommended to repay the costs of protection furnish­
ed the State's F ·ornsts with interest ther-eon, our direc­
tors have as individuals borrowed the amounts required 
to meet all bills as they were incurred. Fire assess;ments 
were levied during the year totalling 9¼c per acre, for 
the State amounting to $20,487.37. Adding the deficit 
for last s·eason less a credit of $121.46, our directors are 
carrying for the sitate, $44,046.66, and it is earnestly 
hoped that the Legislature which meets in January, 1921, 
wilJ quickly realize the heavy burden of this personal o bli­
gation, and grant relief with an emergency appropriation 
covering the amount with interest to March 1, when the 
appropriation will become available, making a total due 
from State of $46,855.29. 

Owing to the fact ithat our Ohle£ Fire Warden was a 
new man to our territory, I feel that the members may 
well f.eel satisfied with the results attained. The losses 
have been small and the costs normal.

REPORT OF THE FIRE WARDEN 

To THE IDAHO STATE LAND BoARD AND PEND D 'OREILLE 
TIMBER PROTECTIVE AssocrATION : 

The following is a report of the fire season of 1920: 
I commenced my duties as Chief Fire Warden for 

this As·sociation on June 1, and after two week's field 
r,e·connaissance of the territory to be covered by this 
Association for ,the coming fire season it was thought 
the best plan to divide the land area within our present 
boundaries into the following "Fire Units" or "Patrol 
Districts.'' Thirteen in number, 12 of these to be undie-r 
the ·suprevision of a Patrolman or Deputy S'ta,te Fire 
vVarden, and one the Sandpoint District, to be taken care 
of by the Headquarters Office at 317 Cedar Street, Sand­
point, Idaho. 

Local showers fell over most of this district on July 
9, on August 7 and 9, and a general rain on August 28 
and 29; and on September 8, 9, and 10. Our most danger­
ous fire period was from July 15 to August 7, and from 
August 15 to August 28. 

All but three of the Wardens were laid off on Sep­
tember 1 and these thre•e· on September 12. 

After the rain on August 28 I proceeded rto give the 
different logging operators notice to burn their slash­
ings. The Humbird Lumber company is the only one that 
has complied to any of these notices, to date. 

The ·salary of Deputy Wardens this year was $125 
per month and $1.50 per day for subsistence. The War­
den in ,the Dover district was put on June 23. Four War­
dens commenced their respective duties on June 28, and 
on July 4 there were Deputy Wardens on duty in all 12 
patrol districts. 

The te:lephone lines up Grouse Creek to the Grouse 
Mountain, Lookout up Lightning Creek to the Sandpoint 
Lumber & Pole Company's camp in section 16, township 
58, range 1 E., and up Pack River were put in serviceable 
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condition and a new wall telep. op)e· i JJ; t;1,U~d, in ,ihe, old 
logging camps in section 24, t wn,sliqi ~S, · r,ahge 1 E.; 
$42 was expended for new equipment to put these lines in 
serviceable condition. 

The trails up Caribou, Berry, Grouse, Lightning, 
Sand and Gold Creeks and the McComick Meadow and 
Baldy Mountain trails were cleared of windfall and made 
passable. 

There were. 62 fires altogether in the area covered by 
the P. T . P.A. administration this past fire season. Six 
of these come under the classification of Class A; 6, Class 
B; and 11, Glass C. There were 20 cost fires in all. 
The fire of August 15, in sections 3 and 10, town­
ship 55, range 5 W.; total cost, $1,804.72. This 
fire in yellow pine type did very little damage. 
Burned over 200 acres and necessitated the build­
ing of over two miles of fire line to bring it under 
control. Unlike most of the fires ci.n yellow pine type in 
this district, there were no roads, trails, or natural 
topography which could be taken advantage of in helping 
to get the fires under control, it being for the most part 
on a s1teep ridge on the Priest Riv,er •side of the divide 
between the Priest River and Spirit Lake country. 

The fire in the Panhandle Lumber Company's hold­
ing in section 18, township 53, range 5 W., occurred on 
the 9th day of July 1and burned over 640 acres of old 
slashings. Total co.st, $8650. 

The fire of August 3, in section 4, township 54, range 
4 W., in yellow pine type, burned over an area of 100 
acres ; did practically no ddamag,e.. Total cost, $446. 

'Total acres burned over in this district this year, 
4520; of this acreage 4080 acres comes under the cost 
fires and 440 acres under the no cost fires. 

The area burned over this year under the classifica­
tion of slashings, cost fires, 715 acres ; no cost fires, -­
Machantable, cost fires , 1260 acres; no cost fires, 20 
acr es. Old burns, cos,t fires 1755 acres1; no cost fires, 320 
acres. Brush land, cost fir•e1s, 350 acres ; no cost fires, 
100 acres. 

The following is a high estimate of the damage done 
by fire in this Association terriitory during the past fire 
season:

If possible we should have our fire organization so 
built up that no fire can start and not have three or more 
competent woodsmen on it within three hours. If we do 
this there is small danger of any large fires. 

The Cooperative Lookouts on Grouse Mountain, 
Roman Nose, and Mt. Baldy gave excellent service and 
our fire organization could not get along very well with­
out them. The services and cooperation of the Pend d '­
Oreille and Kaniksu National Forest organizations were 
a very great help and I can assure them on behalf of this 
.Asso~iation that their services are greatly appreciated. 

The Auto Pa,trol in the Priest River and Spirit Lake 
districts gave excellent service. There is no question but 
that auto ppatrol in any country that is traversed by a 
network of roads is more effective and serviceable than 
sever.al horse-back or foot Patrol.men. 
llecommendations for N ew Eqitipment and Improve­

ments: 
I would recommend the esitablishing of a Fire Look­

out Station on Mt. Spokane; this in cooperation with the 
vVashington State Fire Association of the Spokane dis­
trict. This Lookout would hav·e a very good surveiliance 
of the southern part of this Association's territory, and 
most especially the Spiirit Lafoe: country. A line can be 
built down Spirit Creek and connected with phone line of 
logging camps, and general offices at Spirit Lake. 

I believe the purchase of a one and one-half ton truck 
lVquld prove a good inves,tment in getting men and sup­
plies more quickly to a fire. 

We should have at least two Kimmel or Van Dyke 
camp cook stoves, and two standard 15-men cooking out­
fits, and two standard 50-men cooking outfits. 

I bellieve that this district as all other districts 
should be covered bv an extensive Fire Reconnaissanc8 
Control plan, and th~ data thus obtained put on a Control 
map, :and Working, Organization and Mobilization plan.

And in this way keep building up the Organization as to 
ihe best methods of fire control in the district. VVHhout 
some standard plan the different officials of the Associa­
tion have their own ideas of supervision and organization 
which may be or may not be the be.st ;methods of pro­
cedure. If the Chief l~ire Warden stays ,vith his job for 
.a number of years he should have a .good workiing knowl­
edge of his distr1ict, but if none of his ideas are 
built into a Control Map or Working Oreganization 
plan, his successor for the most part has to build up his 
own plans as to the work at hand. 

A mile of new trail ,that is needed on the divide at 
the head of Caribou ,and Berry Creek should be built con­
necting the trails up these creeks, and during the dry sea­
son on Emergency Patrol stationed at this point, either 
in section 30 or 31,townsh'ip 59, range 2 vV. B. M. I have 
planned to have this work done next spring before the 
fire season begins.
